What is the “High Schools for Haiti” (HSH) Initiative?
In 2010, Dr. Karyn announced an exciting new project.  Uniting her passion for both youth and education, she wanted to create partnerships to help build schools in Haiti (even before the earthquake). She decided to partner with World Vision because they are the largest NGO in Haiti, Maple Leaf Foods (one of her long-time sponsors) and Canadian schools (elementary to high schools). Her dream was to engage Canadian young people – (whom she’s worked closely with for 15 years) to help fundraise for these Haitian schools, and from this the initiative “High Schools for Haiti” was born. 
In its first year nearly $50,000 was raised to help finish off a school project called the “National School of Rang” in the rural town of Cerca Carajal. With that school now completed – HSH will focus on fundraising for another educational centre (called the ‘Center of Hope’) in Hinche which is just outside of Port Au Prince.

Why is HSH Needed?
The Inter-American Development Bank has stated that the earthquake in Haiti was the

largest disaster to strike in modern history. Some of the stats include:
· 222, 500 people killed

· 300,000 injured

· 1.5 million homes destroyed

· 4,800 schools damaged or destroyed

Before the earthquake Haiti was the poorest country in the Western Hemisphere with an average income of only $660/ year. And the education situation in Haitian is dismal: only 62% of adults are literate and 20% of young people attend high school (the number is slightly higher at 50% for children attending school).  So for the next 5 years, HSH will focus on building an educational center in Hinche.  This center will benefit 30,000 people by:
· Building the educational center (which includes classrooms, library, spaces for meetings & short-term dormitories)
· Promoting education by implementing curriculum & providing teacher training
How Can I Help?  
We Want to Partner with 100 Canadian Schools!
Our target for this year (2011) is to raise $100,000. So we are looking for 100 Canadian Schools (elementary to high school) to commit to raising at least $1,000.00 (hopefully more) to reach this target.  Our deadline is between now Sept 15 – Dec. 9th .  We will be doing a media campaign in January 2012 (anniversary of the earthquake) announcing how much money was raised and the top 2 schools in Canada who raised the most.

The Top 2 Schools

The top 2 schools in Canada who raise the most will be part of our national media campaign in January 2012 as well as receive a complimentary keynote from Dr. Karyn. Sounds great – how do I get my school to sign up?

Can I count this for community hours?

Great question! Talk with your school / teacher advisor about this.  We know of many schools that do allow it but it often depends on how the hours are calculated and  accounted for. So talk to your school about this.  

What happens if we can’t raise $1000 or we go over?

To reach our goal we are hoping for schools to raise a minimum of $1,000.00 but honestly we just ask schools to try their best! If you go over – GREAT! Last year we had 1 elementary school raise almost $5000 which was fantastic!
What’s the deadline for this? Who do we send the money to?
You can start fund-raising anytime from Sept. 15th till December 9th. We will send you more details as to how to handle the money closer to December.
What will happen in January?
Dr. Karyn and World Vision will be doing a media campaign announcing how much money was raised and which 2 schools raised the most! Hope your school likes a little media attention!
Do you have any promotional materials (videos / posters) you could send to us to help us fundraise?

We are aiming to go to Haiti in December to produce a short video showing the school that was built as well as showing the site for the new school that will be built. So we will have that video ready for 2012 (sorry not ready for this year). However once you register your school – we will send you a jpeg poster of HSH that you can use to promote / print.

Any recommendations for how we should fundraise?

Here are what other schools have done:

· Display posters in high traffic areas around your school
· In school announcement & post statistics about Haiti on announcement board 

·  “Toonie” day where students pay $2.00 to chew gum or not wear a uniform
· “Go Bald” (one school 3 teachers dared students to raise $2000 to shave their heads – the students raised $3500 with that 1 initiative)

· Penny Drive / Coin Drive (or bring loose change events)
· Bake, Candy Sales, Car Washes, Craft Sales
· Talent Show / Fun Day/ or Dance-a-thon (and sell tickets to attend)

· Give prizes for people who raise a certain amount (movie tickets, sweatshirts) 

· Webcast event to encourage other schools to make a donation to the cause

· Dance (and sell tickets to attend)

· Pizza sales

I heard that Dr. Karyn is speaking at 10 schools in the Toronto area at a discounted rate to raise money for HSH? How can I learn more?
